Thoughts from the Director of Music Ministries 

Special thanks to Kathy Foshee for doing such a great job leading the music for the worship service on St. 
Patty’s Day.  I knew that you all were in good hands and I appreciate being able to take the time off to 
spend with my family in Central Florida.  My parents live in Winter Haven, which is between Orlando and 
Tampa.  In addition to visiting Lego land (for Orion) and IKEA (for me), I was pleased to worship while we 
were there as well.  As someone who puts a lot of thought and planning into the design of our worship ser-
vices I was very intrigued to see what the service would be like (and it was nice to sit in the congregation 
for an entire service with my family).  Their music and scripture was projected onto large LED televisions, 
an innovation that’s been adapted since the last time I took a Sunday off (January 2016).  Most of the ser-
vice music was played by their accompanist who evidently is also the head of piano instruction at the local 
state college. 

 
His first selection was Rachmaninoff’s Prelude in B minor, Op. 32, No. 10 (1910). 
Rachmaninoff was inspired by Arnold Böcklin's painting "Die Heimkehr" ("The 
Homecoming" or "The Return") and they projected the painting during his playing of 
the piece, which  Rachmaninoff considered his personal favorite among his preludes.  
If you would like a marvelous treat, allow me to suggest you listen to this piece on 
YouTube or your favorite music service. The other pieces he played were equally 
marvelous, full of a delicacy of nuance that seemed a fine pairing for the service that 
day, including the Postlude for which the congregation was invited to remain that 
they might find a place of prayer and be drawn closer to God. 

 
The hymns would be familiar to us all and the anthem was nicely done (I will be looking for a copy to 
Claude Bass’s anthem “Jesus, Thou Joy of Loving Hearts” at some point for consideration which could be 
tricky since it’s apparently out of print).  The homily was good and I enjoyed the Children’s Sermon which 
was a song called Baby Shark with hand motions for us all to learn and enjoy.  It was a good service;  
I worshipped and was fed. 
 
At last night’s choir rehearsal I was struck by how blessed we are to have such a great choir family and staff 
here at WB.  Together we have a wonderful working environment and I am thrilled to be a part of the team 
that makes worship happen here.

Power Tools Needed 

     Often times when a serious problem around the home happens (water pipe breaks, gas pipe leaks, sewage line stopped up, roof leak, etc.) 
most homeowners lack the right tools to fix the problem.  At that point in time a choice is usually made; go to the hardware store and buy the 
stuff and tools to repair the job or call a professional that has the right stuff and tools to do the job.  Through the years of doing small repair jobs 
around the house, I have come to realize that it is critical for one to have the right tools. 

     One classification of tools is what we call Power Tools.  A power tool is a tool powered by an electric motor, battery, a compressed air mo-
tor, or a gasoline engine.  Most of these tools are used for cutting, shaping, drilling, sanding, painting, grinding, or polishing.  These Power 
Tools greatly simplify complex and difficult tasks. 

     When problems happen in our lives, I have also found that the right tools are critical for handling those problems.  Every person should have 
and know how to use certain Power Tools.  Two Power Tools I would recommend for your daily use are:  Bible reading and prayer.  I have 
found that people who read their Bible daily and pray daily have a real passion for God that keeps them pure, obedient, and motivated for God.  
This in turn keeps them ready to handle their problems. 

     Here are a few other reasons you need to use these two Power Tools daily. 

   1. Our Heavenly Father seeks worshipers and Bible reading and prayer leads us into worship.  John 4:23 (NIV) says, “Yet a time is com-
ing and has now come when the true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth, for they are the kind of worshipers the Father 
seeks.” 

   2. Through seeking God and His will for your life through daily Bible reading and prayer, the Holy Spirit will show you directions for 
your life.  John 16:13 (NIV) says, “But when he, the Spirit of truth, comes, he will guide you into all truth. He will not speak on his own; he 
will speak only what he hears, and he will tell you what is yet to come.”  

   3. Using these two Power Tools you will have consistent answers to prayer.  John 15:7 (NIV) says, “If you remain in me and my words 
remain in you, ask whatever you wish, and it will be given you.” 

   4. Through reading and understanding the Bible and seeking God in prayer; you have God’s truth and His Spirit helping you distinguish 
between truth and error.  In John 17:15-17 (NIV) J esus is praying, “My prayer is not that you take them out of the world but that you protect 
them from the evil one.  They are not of the world, even as I am not of it.  Sanctify them by the truth; your word is truth.” 

     Are these two Power Tools a part of your daily life?  If so, then you are equipped to handle those life problems that so often come our way.  
If not, now is the time to make these Power Tools a part of your life.
